AMPUTEE FOOTBALL WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP
 “ANTALYA – TÜRKİYE 2007”

REGULATIONS

The general rules of Amputee Football World Championship which is organised by Turkish Sports Federation for Disabled (TSFD) and Turkish Football Federation (TFF) are as follows: 

1.  NAME OF THE CHAMPIONSHIP
The name of the championship is “AMPUTEE FOOTBALL WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP ANTALYA – TÜRKİYE 2007”. The championship will be organised between November 11th – 21st 2007 in Topkapı Palace Hotel and Pitches in Antalya Türkiye.  The Organising Committee is established by both federations. 
2.  ORGANISING COMMITTEE

The organising committee is established by TSFD and TFF. It is the only authority for directing the championship.
3.  ELIGIBILITY

One leg amputee players and one arm amputee goalkeeper are allowed to play. One team can have only two les autres players in the field during the game. All les autres players must be identified by the medical committee before the championship. Les autres players must not use their two legs for moving.
4.  THE PARTICIPANT COUNTRIES

Türkiye, England, France, Ukraine, Russia, Uzbekistan, Iran, Sierra Leone, Liberia, Nigeria and Ghana are the participant countries. 

5.  MATCH SCHEDULE 

The match schedule will be as follows. The matches will be played at Org. Aytaç YALMAN and Gündüz Tekin ONAY fields belonging to WOW Topkapı Palace Hotel five kilometres away from the hotel.

6.  ACCOMODATION AND TRANSFERS
The organising committee will provide hotel, board and local transportation for each visiting team of 20 persons (15+5) between November 11th and 21st. Extra expenses like Laundry (own clothes), telephone calls, hot drinks and  food as room service, bowling and massage will be not be covered by the organising committee. Check-in date hotel is November 11th   and departure date is November 21st. The expenses of hotel accommodation for other days and extra persons should be covered by the teams themselves.  One night for one person is 75 euros. 
The team members are obliged to obey the general rules of the hotel. 

7.  SUBSTITUTES

Each player whose name is in the team list (including goalkeeper) may be substituted during the matches, by the permission of the referees during the stoppage of the game.
8. YELLOW AND RED CARDS

All suspensions (red and yellow cards) are valid during the championship (including quarter final, semi final and final). Any player, who has suspended for yellow card in two matches, will not play at the next match.  Any player, who has suspended for red card, will not play at the next match. If one of the players is sent off the field for any reason by red card, the team will play the remaining time without one player. 

The Organising Committee will decide about the disciplinary situations and appeals including the in and out the field. 
9. REFEREES

Referees and assistant referees will be appointed by The Referees Committee. Each country has the right to give one referee unless he/she has the required qualification.
10. DURATION OF MATCHES

The match will be played in two equal periods of 25 minutes each. Play may be suspended for "time-outs" of one per team per half. Time-outs shall not exceed one (1) minute. The half time interval shall not exceed 10 minutes. In extra time where 2x10 minutes each way is being played, again (1) one time-out per team per period will be allowed. 
At half time in extended play, both teams will change ends immediately and without delay.
11. MODE OF COMPETITION

The championship will be played with 12 teams in 2 groups. Each team shall play one match with all other teams in its group. Three points for a win, one point for a draw will be awarded. The first 4 team obtaining the highest number of points at the end of all the group matches is to be ranked for quarter final. Quarter Final games will be played as follows: The 1st of the group will play the 4th of other group and 2nd with 3rd. Quarter Final, Semi Final and Final games will play in elimination system.
If two or more teams in the same group obtain an equal number of points after playing all the matches, the following criteria shall be used to determine the ranking, in order given.

a.  Greater number of points obtained in the matches between the teams concerned.

b.  Goal difference resulting in the matches between the teams concerned.

c.  Goal difference in all the group matches.

d.  Greater number of goals scored in all the group matches

e.  Drawing of lots by the Committee

12. FINAL AND 3RD PLACE MATCHES
The group winners will play the Quarter Final, Semi Final, and Final.  The runners-up will play the 3rd place match.

In case that Quarter Final, Semi Final, Final and the runners-up the 3rd place match finish with draw in the normal time, 2x10 mins extra time will play. If extra time finishes with draw, the winner will be determined by penalty kicks. 
13. PLAYERS LISTS

Each participant should submit a provisional player’s list with names and numbers of shirts, 45 minutes before the games. The shirt numbers of players will be the same for all matches during the championship.  

14. NATIONAL ANTHEM AND FLAG

Each participant should bring their National Anthem cassette or CD and flag. The National Anthems of both teams are played before each match. 
15. TECHNICAL MEETING

A technical meeting will be organised on November 11th, 2007 at 21:30 at KANUNI SULTAN SULEYMAN HALL (Hall No:3). Team List, players’ squat number and team colours inspection (including goalkeeper kits) will be declared at this meeting. Each team will have at least two different sets of kits in order to avoid clash of colours. 

16. CUP AND MEDALS

The champion of the Amputee Football World Championship Antalya Türkiye 2007 will receive the WAFC Cup and 20 gold medals. A silver cup and 20 silver medals will be presented to the runner-up of the final. A bronze cup and 20 bronze medals will be presented to the 3rd place owner.  The most gentleman team, the most valuable player, the best goalkeeper and the top scorer of the championship will be awarded by the Organising Committee.

17. PROTESTS/COMPLAINTS
All protests or complaints shall be made to the Organising Committee, whose decision shall be final and binding. The Committee will not accept complaints relating to decisions taken by referees. For any appeal, the team should pay 50 euros to the organising committee. If the complaint is accepted by the committee, the appealer will get back 50 euros. 
18. UNFORSEEN CIRCUMSTANCES

Unless specified otherwise in the present regulations, all matches shall be played in accordance with the laws of the game as laid down by World Amputee Football Federation. . 

Any matters that are not covered in these guidelines will be referred to the Organisation Committee and the decision of committee will be final. 
19. THE TEAMS
The teams must be on the field one hour before the game. If the teams do not come on time, the organising committee will decide what to do.
Each team must come to the pitch with minimum 1 Officer, 1 Trainer, 2 Goalkeepers and 5 Outfield Players (total 7 players).  A team may therefore have no more than a total of 5 Technical Officer  and 15 players dressed and available for play during any match.
20. THE DIMENSIONS OF THE FIELDS

The pitch is 68 meters long and 48 meters wide.  

21. TEAM/TECHNICAL DIRECTOR PHOTO

The team photos will be taken in November 13th in the opening ceremony. The delegation and players list of the teams for the brochure should be given to the organising committee in November 12th. 
22. THE CHAMPIONSHIP COMMITTEE
The organiser shall set up Tournament Committee, which shall be responsible for all sporting arrangements in connection with the tournament, as well as for any disputes protests, complaints or unforeseen circumstances. 

23. TRAVEL PROGRAMME

The travelling programmes should be informed by each participant to organising committee in due course. The Antalya International Airport is 15 minutes away from the Hotel. The returning flight plan (date, time, flight number and the list) of the teams should be given to the organising committee before November 13th.
